Request form found on the JDI website. Please select “Event
requires Special Event Rider Policy“ and include as many details as
possible. If you have more than one activity requiring a special
event rider please submit a separate request for each activity

Submission does not necessarily equal approval (subject to
underwriting). Each Bethel, JGC, GGC may be billed-back for
premiums (rate expected be lower than market for most events).
